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The ICU Library is housed in the building that appears to

the right of the church past a long row of cherry trees.

The Main Library building and the Othmer Library building
are directly connected to one another.

TAC users can only use the Main Library.

The library has a collection of approximately 800,000 books.
In addition to containing books on Christianity, this collection
is extensively constituted across all fields. About half of

the books comprising the collection are stored in the Othmer
Library’s underground Automated Storage and Retrieval
System (ASRS) and can be accessed by issuing retrieval
instructions from OPAC in the library. About half of the books
in this library are foreign books. This library is also distinctive
for grouping these books together with Japanese-language
books on its shelves. Highly developed databases are also
maintained at this library. TAC users can use some of these
databases in the library by carrying out certain prescribed

procedures.

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Designed to coexist with Musashino Forest, a place full of
natural beauty along the Kokubunii Cliff Line where

the university’s campus is located, this library is distinctive for
featuring an evergreen ivy-covered facade, wind-harnessing
natural ventilation, and space bathed in natural lighting.

The university was conferred a Good Design Award in 2014 in
recognition of its environmentally symbiotic campus.

The library’s collection consists of around 850,000 Japanese
and foreign books and over 7,300 titles of academic journals.
Open stacks hold 280,000 materials while the basement is
furnished with automatic stacks capable of storing up to
450,000 books. While the collection is composed primarily of
materials pertaining to the social sciences, such as economics,
commerce, law, and communications, it also includes a wide

range of materials corresponding to other fields.

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The collection contains approximately 400,000 titles and of
these, more than 300,000 are related to music. There is a
wide variety of materials: scores, CDs, DVDs, books and
periodicals on music etc. Most of the materials of library's
collection is located in closed stacks, except for the books that
are closely related to the class, reference books and the
periodicals. You can request any materials from the stacks by
searching on the OPAC.

The library building was renovated and renewed in 2016. This
renewal has created the Library hall for group study and
events, and the Study room with PC access. The Reference
floor and Audio-visual floor are now comfortable spaces.
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Tokyo University of Foreign Studies Library has a spacious and
light atmosphere due to its atrium which extends from the 2nd
to the 4th floors. The library accommodates approximately
870,000 books. Over 70% of these are written in other
languages besides Japanese. This gives our library, Tokyo
University of Foreign Studies unique characteristics amongst
other university libraries.

Guest and visitors are welcome to view our book collection
which ranges from language/linguistic study to humanities
and social science. Material for subject study are easily
manageable as they are arranged according to language
giving the user immediate access to topic and subject matter.
The layout of the library also affords the viewer ease of use to
locate and search and find the appropriate book material for
research or for the simple pleasure of quiet space to read in.
Our Foreign Studies Library, we hope, not only allows the
viewer a comprehensive field to research with but also a place

to explore and expand one’s imagination in.

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This library was built based on uniqueness to an art university.
Thus, this library combines the functions of a library, an art
museum, a folklore gallery, and an image library.

The collection held at this library consists of approximately
320,000 books and around 5,000 titles of academic journals
and specialist magazines primarily in the fields of art, design,
architecture, and film. Users of the Image Library can watch
some 20,000 materials of image. By hosting exhibitions and
events and making designer chairs that can be freely used
available, the library stimulates creativity in students support.

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Built in 1954 by architect Kenzo Tange, the main building
distinctively features a high ceiling and large glass windows
to create a bright and open space.

The entire library is in the open-stack system, except for

the Treasure Room and the private collection. You can pick up
and choose books, magazines, and newspapers by freely
entering the book storerooms.

The Tsuda University Library has approximately 460,000
books and over 3,500 titles of academic journals in both
Japanese and other languages and almost all of the fields are
covered, but the book collection structure emphasizes on

the humanities, social sciences, and mathematics.

In particular, the library focuses on English and American
literature, linguistics, and materials on society and history,

and women’s issues in each country.

These six members are a comprehensive university
offering courses of study in the arts and sciences, one of
the most important music universities in Japan, Japanese
top notch art university of private schools, a university
for practical study whose scope of specialization has
grown from economics, Japan’s only national university
of foreign languages, a university that has played a
pioneering role in the education of women.

Each of these institutions has its own highly specialized
library. All six libraries carry over 3.7 million books in
total.
